The administration fee will
apply. After this time, a refund will be considered
up to the third class of a session for medical or
compassionate circumstances only. Refunds will be
prorated based on the number of classes already
taken and the administration fee will apply. A
medical note may be required.

Note: Credit and debit card refunds require a third
party to process refunds which may take up to 7
business days.
